I t doesn’t seem  possible t hat t he Oasis at Lar khil l has been open f or t hr ee 
year s now. This new vent ur e bet ween t he Ar my a nd MMG, alt hough open t o 
all r anks, cat er s mainly f or t he Phase Two r ecr uits and is a r esounding 
succ ess. I t is st ill held up as an example f or ot her t r aining est ablishment s. 
 
The Off icer s her e r ecognize t he car e and dedicat ion t hat Chr ist ian st af f 
have t o o f f er t he young soldier s. 
 
The Ar my has also not ed t hat since t he Oasis has been open, under -age 
dr inking has dr opped b y 50%  and an est imat ed £ 65,000 a year has been 
saved in c onduct ing discipli ne cases. The Padr e has only been c all ed out 
t wice in t wo y ear s f or self -har m  cases, wher eas bef or e t he cent r e opened, 
t he pr evious padr e was const ant ly being c all ed out . 
 
We have seen hundr eds of New T est aments , Bibles and t r act s, which ar e 
r eadil y available, being t aken f r om  t he cent r e. Ther e is such an oppor t unit y 
t o r each young men and women wit h t he Gospel, t he maj or it y of whom  know 
not hing o f J esus. Alt hough t hey ar e only at t he gar r ison f or an a ver age of 
eight weeks, some of t hem  have come back t o visit us when t hey r et ur n t o 
Lar khill on c our ses. The young pe ople t hat we have had an oppor t unit y t o 
speak and pr ay wit h, have seen an swer s t o t hose pr ayer s. 
 
The local st aff t hat have j oined t he t eam  have all been har d wor king and 
alt hough not all ar e Chr ist ians, t hey have not iced t he cent r e dif f er s f r om  
ot her Ar my est ablishment s. One of t he t eam, Alex, became a Chr ist ian six 
mont hs ago af t er j oining our st af f , and was bapt ized t hr ee mont hs ago. 
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One of t he many f eat ur es of t his websit e is t hat if you ar e int er est ed in 
wor king wit h M. M. G. and t her e ar e no curr ent vacanc ies, you can a sk, via 
t he ‘I nf o Request ’ page, t o be not if ied, eit her by phone, mail or email as s oon 
as a vacancy ar ises.
