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Be Faithful

Faithfulness is an attribute which is great to see in action. God is faith-
ful. He is dependable. We see it everyday. The sun comes up on the
East at dawn. The earth maintains its orbit on its journey through
space, so much so that men can navigate their way over many seas,
depending solely on the exact positions of the stars relative to each
other. Imagine the chaos that would exist otherwise. The Old Testa-
ment Prophet states “Great is Thy Faithfulness”. Lamentations 3 v 23.

It is encouraging to see a young person being faithful as he or she de-
velops into adulthood. It is challenging to see them continue in spite of
life’s problems which they will meet as they move into old age.

In 2 Samuel 9, we read about a baby who was badly injured as a result
of a fall when his nurse dropped him as she made a hasty escape dur-
ing an attack on his home. The baby grew up hampered by lameness.
This baby was Mephibosheth, the son of Jonathan. David, after as-
suming Kingship asked if there was any of the house of Saul left that
he may show the kindness of God to them for Jonathan’s sake. News
was brought to the King of the existence of Mephibosheth who was
hastily summoned from Lodebar — the place of no pasture — to the
Kings house where he was made welcome and told that he should sit
at the King’s table and have Ziba and his family to serve him.

Time passed and David passed through a period of rejection (2nd
Samuel 19) during which time, Mephibosheth showed by his lifestyle
that he was being faithful to the despised King. Later, when the King
returned to his throne, Mephibosheth was noted by the fact that he had
neither shaved nor washed himself since David was exiled. He was
faithful to the exiled King.

The Lord is now rejected and by the world disowned.
